e Will still be rink run as an Instructional/Developmental program working to develop
players’ love of hockey, skills, confidence, and competitive edge. Depending on
membership and players’ skills, teams will compete and play teams at an In-House
Recreation, Limited and Full Travel level.

The mission of the Generals is to provide a place for children 5 to 16 years old to play ice
hockey no matter what their experience is (novice to experienced) and families looking for
less financial or time commitment compared to a Full Travel Ice program.

The Generals are hoping to field teams at each age level (6U, 8U, 10U, 12U, 14U, 16U).
Everyone in the program must be registered with USA Hockey and are guaranteed to make a
team or be placed in the rinks Learn to Play hockey program till they are ready.

Doing these evaluations would be a commitment to playing for the Generals in the 2025-26
season.
